Special Warning Bulletin for Landslide
Issued on 31 July 2025, 13:00 BST

Situation Overview

Due to active southwest monsoon, the districts of Cox’s Bazar, Bandarban, and
Chattogram may experience heavy to very heavy rainfall from 01 August to 02 August
2025. According to the NWP model guidelines, the accumulated rainfall is expected to
range from 150 to 200 mm over these districts.

Last 24 hours significant observed rainfall (up to 06 AM 31 July):
Cox’s Bazar: 68 mm
Chattogram: 21mm
Bandarban: 19 mm

Risky areas are Teknaf and Ukhiya Upazila in Cox’s Bazar; Banshkhali Upazila and
Wards No. 7, 8, 9, and 14 of Chattogram City Corporation in Chattogram.

Risky areas are Lama and Naikhyonchari Upazila in Bandarban.

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Potential Risk of Landslides (as of 31 July 2025 and valid for 01-02 August 2025)
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Advisory Associated with Risk Levels
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Initiate the shelter preparation.

Promptly broadcast alerts in vulnerable communities
Evacuate elderly, children, disabled individuals, and pregnant
women from hilly slopes or high-risk areas to neighboring
safer places.

Ensure you are in a safe location during the night.

Prepare dry food, clean water, essential medicines, a
flashlight, candles, matches, clothing, and secure important
documents.

Be ready for anticipatory action packages distribution to
support early action.

Maintain communication with family members, neighbors,
volunteers, and the local disaster management committee.
Keep your phone charged and a power bank ready for
emergency use.

Remove any objects (branches, garbage) that could obstruct
drainage and keep the drains and water passages near your
house clear.

Follow the instructions of the local administration and disaster
management committees. Monitor forecasts regularly.
